The task can seem daunting but if you follow the advice given, then it should be fairly straightforward. Please get a small notebook and keep notes of visit dates and school visits so you can remember school information. 

•
Please make sure you apply online, ticking the education authority that you live in.  The application form allows you to choose schools in your own borough and schools in another borough.

•
Visit all the schools you are interested in and during the school working day if possible. You can take children out of school to visit secondary schools as long as you tell us beforehand.
· Check the admission criteria to see if your child stands a reasonable chance in obtaining a place. Remember not all schools have a sibling policy and usually faith schools expect you to complete a supplementary form as well as your application form to the local education authority. Also check the distance that you live from the school to see if you stand a reasonable chance of success. Remember this will change from year to year.
· Talk to friends and relations about secondary schools but remember not everything you hear is correct.
· Remember you are choosing a school for your child. Different schools will suit different children and you will be looking for a school that best fills the criteria for your child. 
· This is a joint decision with your child, make sure you involve them and they are happy with the decisions you are making. The process should be viewed as secondary preference rather than choice. So please don’t give your child any false hopes.
· Be realistic! If you stand very little chance of getting into a school either because of criteria or catchment, is it worth including it as a top priority on your list? 

· Always tell the truth! The information you put on the application form must be the address where your son or daughter lives, not the address of a family member. Putting false information on the application form could cost your child a school place and could make the form invalid. Every year children lose their place due to incorrect or fraudulent information.
· You will need to complete the application form on line. This can be done now so make sure you have an email address to do this. Remember each and every time you enter information on line to press ‘save’ and ‘submit’. You can submit information online right up to 31st October 2020 but don’t leave it until the last minute, just in-case you want advice!
· All forms must be submitted to the Education Authority you live in by 31st October. Late returns mean your child will not get your preferred choice.  

· Apply for at least 6 schools, in order of your preference. If you only put 1 school down, you are not guaranteed to get a place at that school
